$ Oregon Supreme Court Rules in Favor §

n Septemher 29, 2005, the Oregon Supreme

Court issued its long-awaited decisions the

cases State v. Ciancanelliand City of Nyssa v.
Miss Sally's Gentlemen's Club.

The Ciancanelli case resulted from a conviction of
Mr. Ciancanelli, who operated a lingerie modeling
shop in Roseherg, Oregon. Two police officers visited
his establishment and paid $100 at the front desk to
watch a two-girl show during which the two girls per-
formed oral sex on each other. Mr. Ciancanelli was
charged with violating the statute criminalizing “sex-
ual conduct in a live public show” and for “promoting
prostitution.”

At trial, Mr. Ciancanelli was convicted and he
appealed to the Court of Appeals,
which affirmed his convictions \

What does this mean for
Oregon adult businesses?
Some live sex shows will be
permissible after this decision:
only those in which performers
are unpaid, and those in which
persons perform alone or with-
out touching another person
sexually. So, clearly, completely
nude dancing and masturbation
shows are protected speech in
Oregon. However, live sex
shows involving sexual contact
between two or more people
(at least one of whom is paid)
are now illegal, according to
the Supreme Court, because the
presenters of such shows are
“promoting prostitution.”

The promoting prostitution
statute provides, in part:

Several Portland and Beaverton
area adult husinesses joined
forces, creating an Oregon chapter
of the Association of Club
Executives (ACE) and, with the help
of lawyers Bradiey Woodworth and
Lake Perriguey, filed a friend of the
court brief arguing that the statute
was unconstitutional.

The Supreme Court agreed, and
ruled that the free speech provi-
sions of the Oregon Constitution pro-
tect speech “on any subject whatev-
er” including shows that involve live
SeX acts.

Howeuver, the court upheld Mr. Ciancanelii’'s
conviction for “prometing prostitution”
hecause the girls were paid to have sex.

SEATTLE
STRIPPERS
GET SLAPPED

While Oregon adult industry
types are toasting our great
state's sage justices, our poor
neighhors to the north are cry-
ing in their ten-dollar sodas.
Just weeks after a federal
judge ruled that Seattle's 17-
year moratorium on allowing
new strip clubs was unconsti-
tutional, its City Council has
approved stricter regulations
for strip clubs. The new rules
require a four-foot distance
hetween dancers and cus-
tomers, brighter lighting and
“more clothes”, amongst other
things. Dancers and club own-
ers are screaming foul; table
dancing is the name of the
game in Seattle, and the new
rules will put a serious dent in
profits.

Mr. Ciancanelli’s conviction was based
on his operation of a business that “offered a
b4 menu of 'shows,’” to be performed for individ-
ual customers or small groups upon payment
of a fee.” In one of the shows, two women
engaged in oral sex with each other. By pre-
senting that show, the Court held, Ciancanelli
“direct[ed] and profit[ed] from a prostitution
enterprise,” in violation of the statute.




To be sure, a person
violates the statute only if
he or she acts “with intent
to promote prostitution.” It is
unclear whether the mere
intention to make a profit by
making available to the public,
for a fee, a display of per-
sons engaged in sexual
conduct is enough.

What about making
a porn film?

ACE, in its brief to the
Supreme Court,
argued vigor-
ously that

the creation
of films and
images
involving
human sexuality
must also be protected.
Unfortunately, the Supreme
Court did not clearly rule
on this issue. As it stands,
the creation of a porno-
graphic film or image, in
which the actors are paid, could arguably fit within the
definition of promoting prostitution.

Laws specifically targeting adult businesses held
unconstitutional.

The Supreme Court ruled in the case City of Nyssa v. Miss
Sally’s Gentlemen’s Club that the City of Nyssa’s ordi-
nance requiring nude dancers to be at least four feet
away from any audience member was a city rule that was
aimed only at the adult industry. Miss Sally had been
slapped with a $75 fine when a dancer’s hair touched a
person in the audience. She defended herself, with the
help of local attorney Laura Graser, all the way to the
state’s highest court, where her $75 fine was ultimately
tossed.

The court ruled that Nyssa's law was aimed at a particu-
lar, disfavored type of speech, and it was therefore uncon-
stitutional. The message: cities in Oregon should apply
their resources to real problems because nude dancing is
protected speech.

ortland, Oregon, and Seattle, Washington—

so close, and yet so far away when it comes to

their approach on interacting with the world of
adult entertainment. The past month has given us
two very contrasting amendments to their constitu-
tions in the regulation of exotic dancers and adult
entertainment businesses.

Let's go ahead and give you the specifics first. In Salem,
Oregon, the Supreme Court struck down as unconstitutional o state
low ogainst conducting live sex shows and a local ordinance regu-
lating conduct of nude dancers. Both resirictions viclote the
Crregon constitution’s guarantess of free speech and free expres-
sion, the court said in a pair of 5-1 decisions. Cregon's constitu-
tion |considered to be the nation's mast liberal in its protection of
free speech), odopted in 1859, says, "MNo law shall be possed
restraining the free expression of opinion, or restricting the right to
speak, write or print freely on any subject whatever.”

Mow hailing from Portlond, ond working within the worm sticky
womb of the adult-enteriainment industry, allow me to translate in
layman's terms what exactly hes hoppened out
there. Several years ago, for the first time in
decades, Oragon's constitulion was amended to
restrict dancers from performing what could be considered o sexu-
al act. It specifically largeted lingerie modeling shops, AKA “jock
shacks.” These businesses provided one-or-one shows with nude
models [who would do a lot more than dance| in a private room.
Customers are encouraged to jerk it silly while the nubile models
would perform masturbation, toy shows and twegirl shows—all for
a fee, of course—in oddition fo the businesses’ show fee, which
ranged from thirty to fifty dollars, This attack on Cregon’s adult
entertainers expanded into the strip clubs as well. It was their first
aftempt ot policing the dancers” behavior and resulted in citations
being issued lo one of Porfland’s largest gentlemen’s clubs in
which o doncer hod opporently been spanking her own ass on
stoge, therafore performing o semual oct.

After two years of rallying, Oregon dancers can not only spank
their own osses again, but “live sex shows® are ance again legol
in its establishments. Some idicts may interpret this as fulkon fuck:
ing onstoge—not the case, kiddies. “There is o difference between
legitimote expression in a performance and illegal conduct,” [haw-
ing sex for money| soys Dove Fidonque, executive director of the
American Civil Liberties Union of Oregon. While an incident
occurring in Roseburg, Oregon, in which lingerieshop owner
Charles R. Ciancanelli was arrested for promoting prostitution

He olso wroie thot
the constitution should allow a city to require dancers to stay four
feet from customers. "Limifing proximity of the doncers is simply
not limiting expression,” he wrote. Sound like anyone we know
hare in Seatle?

Meanwhile, bock in the Emerold City, o sordid litle chain of

e r evenis has come lo be so controversial, so compli-

that is has become known to us as "Strippergate.” I'll iry fo put all
the pieces in order for you and let you decide for yourselves as to
why all of this has hoppened to Seattle’s odulkentertainment industry.

After seventeen years of "emergency moratoriums” on new odult
clubs opening in Seattle, it appears it finally bit them in the oss,
Criginally intended to be temporary, the fact that it lasted seven-
teen years points out its lack of credible reasoning here. While the
city cites that it needed more fime to adopt new land-use regula-
tions regarding such business, in the post seventeen years, not o
singlelond use regulotion hos been adopied. When Seattle club
owner Bob Davis intended on opening a new gentlemen's club on
Fifth Avenue, he decided to fake it to the mat with the city regard-
ing the moralorium, leading to Judge James Robart's ruling that the
moratorium amounts lo prior restraint on free expression—meaning
the city is legally liable tor failing to process o business's stripclub
application, The next step is a rial for domages. Triol date is set
for @ year from now, in which Davis is seeking £5 million,

So while our city is not able to stop a new sirip club from open-
ing, Mayor Greg Mickels has updated Seatfle’s Adult Entertainment
Code for the first fime in seventeen years ond inserted new regula-
tions that will make it downright insane o even consider opening
a club in this town. Narrowly passing City Council's approval on
a 54 margin, the following rules will now be enhrceﬁ

1. Strip clubs must now provide lighting bright encugh to make
"all objects” clearly visible,

2. Strippers may no longer take tips of any kind directly from o
customer, but tips may be collected in o container provided by
and collected by the club.

3. Dancers performing off-slage are 1o be clothed and remain at
least four feet away from the patron

4. Managers and operalors of sirip clubs will new be held
responsible for any violations of the code in addition o the
dancers as well.

8. Violations of the rules could lead to
the suspension or revocation of a club's
or an exofic enteriginer’s license. Clubs

that confinue to violate the code could
be closed as a public nuisance



Years ago, an earlier attempt to initiate a similar ruling by then-
councikincumbent Margaret Pageler was simply cast aside and
loughed ar. Mo surprise that Seattle’s City Council has lost its sense
of humor over this in the shadow of a 2003 election scandal in
which compaign donations from Rick’s Cabaret owner Frank
Colacurcia, Ir., and his associates contributed an estimated
$39.000 |allegedly assigned 1o various different contributors 1o
avoid the $&50-per-donar limitations) o three City Council members
who had voled 1o override the planning departmeant an the sirip
club’s parkinglot rezone. When the “re”zone, is "re"voted and now,
“re"jected, on investigotion exposed thot the donofions mode by
Caolacurcio’s had gone to thervincumbents Judy Nicastro, Heidi Wills
and Jim Compton, who had miraculously had o change of heart
and joined the 5-4 majority opproving the club’s parking lot rezone,
The contributions were returned, the incumbents paid fines to the
Seattle Ethics and Elections Commission for viclating city ethics rules,
and two out of three of them lost their re-election
bids, while court proceedings currently devel
op in filing charges on the Colacurcios and
their ossociotes.

This is the first of a two-part attack on
the strip-club industry by Nickels, as his
next move is to create zoning regulo-
tions this fall for sirip clubs controlling
the clubs' proximity to schools, churches.
The move will most likely be applauded
ond occepted by the City Council.

So on to the present day. Let's go ahead and
summarize this in Underground speak. Strip clubs are bad, Seattle
doesn't wont any more of ‘em. lozy and disorganized politicians
somehow manage to stop any new clubs from opening with a
"seventeen-yearlong lemporary ban” on new clubs. Finally, some-
one gets pissed off enough to challenge these morons, and all of &
sudden, the city realizes they fucked up and loses their precious
moratorium. Coincidentally, the reigning strip<lub godfathers have
just gotten cought making “questionable” compaign donations to
get themselves o parking-lot expansion, o proctice thot takes
place in a mojority of Seatile’s largest corporations that never
seems o cause a problem) so now the bod stripclub gangsters are
in trouble, So, since they con't stop new clubs from opening now,
how about if they just make it so goddamn impossible to make o
dime in the odultentertainment indusiry that all the bad, avil, sexu-
olly dystunctional deviants will oll just go oway, or in this case, o
places like, ummm,..Porfland?

5o does Seatfle get what they want? In their pathetic vision, I'm
sure they do, But think about this—there are currently 554 odult
entertginers that are licensed in the city of Seatfle |a dip from an
average of 722 each year since 2000), and 20 licensed man-
agers |also down from an overage of 32 since 2000). This is not
including the Dls, waitresses, bartenders, doormen, valets, ond
seomstresses who may be put out of work,

Small business owners who depend on the four Seofile clubs o
use their services could be affected, including accountants, attor-
neys, business consultants, beverage distributors, cleaning servic-
es, printing focilites, taxi-cab drivers, daycare facilities, hair, nail
and tanning salons, chiropractors, retailers who specialize and
cater to spacilic types of club wear, and any other business you
can think of that is included in o weekly or bi-weekly basis for the
upkeep of being in the adult entertoinment business.

And than there is the financial losses that these fucking geniuses
are sacrificing out of their own greedy litle bank occounts as well,
Last year, there were about 197,000 visits to the city’s
clubs—not incleding the Lusty lody peep-show—generat-
ing $79,000 in admission laxes.

And then there are the potrons, aside from the fact that the ordi-
nance olso makes customers as well as enfertoiners subject to the
new rules ond penalties, there is the longstanding analysis that i
one's need for sexual entertainment is repressed, all hell is going
to break loose.

“| think Seattle is going fo become o laughingsiock....We are
going lo lock like the Moral Majority up here," says Bob Davis.
Aftorneys representing Seaftle sirip clubs intend on filing o lawsuit
challenging the new rules which will go info effect either 180 days
after the mayor signs the low or 30 days aofter the mayor submits
proposed zoning rules for club locations, whichever is loter.

They tried this in Oregon, kids, but the Portland industry's
sheer numbers made it @ much tougher nut to crack. But the
Emerald City's “oh sa liberally
conservalive masses” have
orchestrated this whole mess io
accomplish one thing—to loke
our rights as American cilizens
and insert them straight up our
collective osses—all in the nome
of a political fiasco, poor
legislation, and inept
city managing. Seaitle
fucking rocks!

Supposed pefitions are
popping up all over Sealtle
to try ond right this wrong,
and at least put these jssues
into an election so tha the
people of this city are allowed
the choice to decide on their
own what is right or wrong. Of
course, you are more than wel
come o borward your opinions
on to the moestro of this ridice
lous symphony at;

Science Is answering that age-old ques-
tion with a resounding yes! An increasing
numher of studies confirm that sex is very
good for you and your health. Indeed, regu-
lar and frequent sex can add years to your
life, not just life to your years. Here are a
dozen amazing and wonderiul health hene-
fits which come from making love, great
reasons for you and your partner to con-
nect as often as possible.

#11 The hed may he the single
greatest piece of exercise
equipment.

The fact is that sex is good exercise and
exercise is good for your body. Making
out is a great way fo bum off calories. A
120-pound woman can burn 4.2 calories
per minute during sex. Also, this pleasur-
able activity results in a good cardiovas-
cular workout. During sex, the heart rate
rises from 70 to 150 beats per minute. It
is estimated that a vigorous sexual
encounter burns some 200 calories, the
same as running 15 minutes on a tread-
mill. Muscular contractions during sexual
activity work the pelvis, thighs, but-
tocks, arms, neck and thorax.

#2) Sex is really, really good for
women.

There's a reason why women feel bet-
ter affer sex. Research reveals that sex
helps pump up a woman's endocrine sys-

tem which, in turn, boosts hormone pro-
duction. Some studies show that women
who make love at least once a week have
twice as much estrogen as women who
make love sporadically or not at all. This
increase in estrogen gives
women a wide range of bene-
fits. "It keeps the cardiovascular
and circulatory systems running
smoothly, lowers LDL choles-
terol (the bad one), raises
HDL cholesterol (the
good one), helps
keep skin smooth, and
may help prevent depres-
sion," says Winnifred Cutler,
PhD., president and founder of
the Athena Institute for Women's
Wellness in Haverford, Pennsylvania.
Estrogen is also instrumental in maintain-
ing bone density in women, thus reducing
the risk of osteoporosis, a serious problem
for women as they age.

#3) Sex lengthens life.

One of the most comprehensive sexual
health studies was done by researchers at
Queens University in Belfast, Ireland. They
tracked the mortality of nearly 1,000 mid-

dle aged men over the course of a
decade. The carefully constructed project
compared persons of similar circum-
stances, age and health. Its findings, pub-
lished in the British Medical Journal,
reported that men with the highest fre-
quency of orgasm had a death rate half
that of those who had sex less often. Add
to that study conclusions drawn by
Chicago internist Dr. Michael F. Roizen,
MD, author of Real Age Makeovers. For
his book, Dr. Roizen reviewed more than
25,000 studies linking lifestyle factors to
longevity. He says you can add two years
to your life simply by regularly hooking
up with your mate in the bedroom. Dr.
Roizen says "regularly” means just twice
a week.

#4) Your immune system is
hoosted.

With stronger immunity your body can
better fight off colds and headaches.
People who averaged one to two sexual
encounters per week had higher levels of
immunoglobulin A, which protects against
disease. Additionally, people who had
sex two or three times a week reported
fewer migraines because sex releases hor-
mones, which block headaches.

#9) Your heart will he stronger and
happier.

British researchers looked at 900 men
over the course of ten years They found
that men who had sex twice or more a
week had a lower risk of heart aftack
than men who had sex less often.

#6) In women sex prevents some
gynecological problems.

One study published in the journal
Gynecologic and Obstetric Investigations
strongly suggests that sexual activity may
prevent endometriosis, a common gyneco-
logical condition that occurs when the tis-
sue lining inside a woman's uterus grows
in other places, such as the ovaries or fal-
lopian tubes. This growth can cause much
pelvic pain and even infertility. The study
discovered that women who were sexual-



fon your

ly active during menstruation were 1.5 times less likely to devel-
op endometriosis than women who didn't have sex during their
periods. Researchers also learned that orgasm during menstrua-
tion lowered this risk. Study author Harvey J. Kilman, MD,

PhD, a researcher at Yale University of Medicine explains

that anything that contributes to menstrual debris going back-
ward into the pelvis might increase the risk of endometriosis.
The contractions of the uterus which occur during sex and
orgasm may help push menstrual debris out of the uterus.

#1) For men there is a decreased risk of
prostate cancer.

According to a study published in the Journal of
the American Medical Association, frequent ejac-
ulation helps protect the prostate from cancer.
An Australian study came to a similar conclu-
sion. It found that men in their 20s who
ejaculated more than five times a week
were one third less likely to develop
aggressive prostate cancer than men
who ejaculated four to seven times a
month. Scientists theorize that ejacu-
lating regularly may lower risk
because cancer causing substances
get flushed out of the body in the seminal fluid instead
of remaining in the prostate.

#8) Pain relief

If you have a headache, don't let that stop you from mak-
ing love. Many people report that their headaches disap-
pear after having sex. That's not their imagination.
Immediately before orgasm, levels of the hormone oxy-
tocin surge to five times the normal level. That forces the
release of endorphins which alleviates a variety of pains
such as headache, arthritis and even migraines. In women,
sex also prompts increased production of estrogen, which
reduces the pain of PMS.

#9) Cold and flu fighter.

Here's another good reason to snuggle up during cold

and flu season. Researchers at Wilkes University in Pennsylvania
report that individuals who have sex once or twice a week show
30% higher levels of the antibody immunoglobulin A which is
known to boost the body's overall immune system.

#10] Your overall appearance improves.
Many people notice that the morning after sex, their skin looks
great. There's a reason for that. As partners make love, the

skin's blood vessels dilate, producing a flush that can last for

hours. In addition, sex also makes partners perspire which opens
up pores, expelling toxins from the body and leaving you

both with a radiant, rosy flush.

#11) You'll stress less and sleep more.
Most individuals have had the pleasant experience of
falling into a deep, restful sleep after having sex. New
research indicates that sex does indeed act as a
sedative by immediately reducing anxiety and
stress. One recent study done by researchers at
Johns Hopkins University in Baltimore and the
University of Wisconsin in Madison studied col-
lege students who simply fantasized about sex.
They reported feeling less anxious,
depressed, and angry than those who didn't
think about sex. In fantasy or reality, sex is
a calming sedative. Interestingly, psychio-
trist Edward Hallowell, MD, director of
the Hallowell Center for Cognitive and
Emotional Health in Concord, Mass.,
often prescribes a half hour of exer-
cise every other day for his anxious
patients." And on the days you don't
exercise," he tells them, "have sex. Sex and
exercise are both great anti-anxiety medications."

While sex is good for men and women, sex with love
is even better. Dr. Dean Ornish, author of Love and
Survival: The Scientific Basis For The Healing Power of
Intimacy, says that "an open heart can lead to the most
joyful and ecstatic sex."

"anything that promotes feelings of love and intimacy is
healing." His observation is mirrored by Felice Dunas,
