THE WORST OF US

We, as humans, like to celebrate things
that make ourselves appear good, just by
virtue of it existing in the same place as
ourselves.

Sports teams, clean cities and towns, fa-
mous products made in our home states,
notable individuals, and the natural fea-
tures of our landscapes. We take great
pride in all these things and more, but
what happens when the area you’re from
is terrible at something? Obviously, we
don’t celebrate it, but it always lurks in
the corner of our minds. What are these
things, though? People exist, who take
time to document them, and whenever
we hear about what our state’s problems
are, we tend to downplay it.

So, keep your eyes open if you end
up in any of the major cities Tennessee
has to offer.
