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Congratulations, Kit Kat! 
You absolutely killed it! Your 
theme was quite unique! Tell 
us why you chose the theme 
you did, and was it a di�-
cult decision compared to 
the other themes you con-
sidered?

I actually came across the idea 
while brainstorming with my 
friend (shout out to Nikki Die-
sel). We were trying to deter-
mine which sets we hadn’t 
seen in past competitions. 
We both agreed we had seen 
vampire sets before, but we 
had never seen anyone at-
tempt Queen of the Damned. It 
was highly considered and be-
came my point of focus when 
we both agreed it was an act 
the audience could under-
stand and relate to. That, and 
my love for Aaliyah, of course! 
I felt very attracted to the set 
from the start.

Thinking of the time during 
your actual performance, 
what do you remember 
thinking about or feeling 
while on stage? (You know 
damn well I couldn’t get more 

than two questions in before 
I indirectly ask about the on-
stage surprise…) ☺

I was so excited, and I felt very 
ready to perform! My dancers 
and I worked through rehears-
als, and I studied the music
closely. Every move felt inten-
tional, including my surprise! I 
included the bit to show a side 
of vulnerability and incorpo-
rated it into the theme itself. 
My mom even helped me cre-
ate the jelly heart. It was bril-
liant and bloody! I felt so em-
powered! 

This is your �rst Exotic  cov-
er! We’re excited and can’t
believe it hasn’t happened 
well before now. Was being 
featured on the cover some-
thing you thought about in 
the past? Were you nervous 
before and during the pho-
toshoot? 

I’ve been happily featured in
the magazine for years now 
in competition and Kit Kat
Club ads. It’s never been do-
or-die that I got the cover, but 
once I realized Miss Exotic Ore-
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gon was a direct line, I was happy to 
take it! I loved modeling for the cam-
era! I felt very comfortable with HYP-
NOX, the photographer; we have shot 
a couple of times before. It was very 
cold in the jeweled top for the out-
side shots, but I know we got every-
thing we needed! 

Describe your other experienc-
es competing in our events—in-
cluding Polerotica 2024, where
you placed second—and how they 
shaped your preparations for  Miss 
Exotic Oregon 2025. 

I’ve competed in so many competi-
tions over the last �ve years...I lost 
count! Polerotica 2024 was a huge
accomplishment for me! I learned a 
lot about set design with the robot 
theme and how different incorpo-
rating dancers and larger props can 
make the process. I also took notes 
on marketing and created my own 
advertisements this year! Word of
mouth and involving friends for sup-
port really helped me the most! I no-
ticed the more the set meant to me 
and the more details I applied, the
better the results! 

We never miss the chance to ask 
these next two questions! What 
advice would you offer to oth-
er performers who are looking to   
win it all at an Exotic event?

My advice to other performers would 
be to focus on the relativity of your 
theme in terms of how it makes you 
feel, what it means to you, and how 
it will reach others. Be original! This
is art! It has to be real and meaning-
ful! Mistakes will be made, but con-
fidence and organization were the
keys that unlocked my fate. Have fun 
and love what you’re doing—that’s
really all that matters.

If you could travel back in time and 
talk to baby stripper Kit Kat, what 
advice would you o�er?

I would tell her to keep following
your dreams, honey; everything you 
deserve comes to you! Stay focused 
on that money and get that business 
started! You’re strong and resilient, 
and you’ll meet lots of amazing peo-
ple who unlock new opportunities

in love, life, and business very soon! 
All that hard work and those restless 
nights will pay o�.

I also work at Portland Pot Shop, 
and I am rebranding my pole dance 
classes, which will be available soon! 
These are just my jobs! I love sleep-
ing with my cat and hanging out with 
my friends and family, too! Working, 
smoking, and relaxing are my vibes!

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It's a commonly held belief that people do 
not want to be fat.

After all, people go to terrible trouble to 
not be fat. We go to gyms, try all manner of 
absurd diets, get surgeries, take drugs that 
someone sells on late-night TV, and pretty 
much any goofball thing some celebrity rec-
ommends.

But we don't often talk about how to get fat, 
you know, in case you need to do so in a rela-
tive hurry. I'm sure everyone has some notion 
of how to do this, like eating McDonald's all 
day or some such, but I have done diligent 
research, and I'll get you fuckers fat as fast as 
possible.

Diet

Now, you knew the first thing I was going 
to cover was food, so let's get to the meat 
of this. I found the most fattening and un-
healthy foods on the planet. I know that 
something being just fatty doesn't mean 
you get fat from it. We dismissed that soci-
etal concept some time ago, and in the age 

of keto and paleo diets, which are mostly 
meats and fats, we know that fats are not the 
enemy, unlike the "everything must have a 
low-fat version" mantra of the '80s and '90s. 
Here are some things that will really help you 
lay on the blubber.

Store-Bought Cakes

Yep, those ones you get at the grocery store 
with the really terrible icing. They have every-
thing you want: processed sugars, palm oil, 
corn syrup, and nothing but pure carbs.

Smoothies

These things just pretend to be healthy and 
trick you into thinking so, but Jamba Juice is 
a house of lies. One of their medium-sized 
peanut butter smoothies, for example, is 120 
grams of carbs and 102 grams of sugar.

Jalebi

Here's where we start getting weird. This is a 
pastry made in India, so you might have trou-
ble sourcing it unless you have a really kick-
ass Indian joint near you. It is a dough made 

of super-re�ned �our and sugar, deep fried 
in oil, and then drenched in a hyper-sweet 
sauce made of sugar, honey, and rose water.

According to 
McD's, the REGULAR size is 870 calories, the 
large is 1730 calories, and that's just the fast 
food version. They have whole restaurants 
dedicated to poutine, so imagine how fatten-
ing the good stu� is!

Chocolate Salo

The Slavs once again come into play, but this 
time, it's the Ukrainians who are up to mis-
chief. Salo is a popular food there; in fact, it 
is so popular that there is a museum dedi-
cated to it. It is cubes of salt-cured pork fat, 
which is already pushing it, and then some 

brain genius decided to dip them in choco-
late after the end of the Cold War when Slavs 
could more readily obtain chocolate. Upon 
discovering this foodstu�, BBC reporter Hel-
en Fawkes dubbed it "one of the unhealthiest 
snacks in the world." It is traditionally served 
with pickles, garlic, and, yep, you guessed it, 
vodka.

Churros

I'm not leaving out our Spanish and Mexican 
pals. They throw the heat with the humble 
churro. Most of us have probably had one 
before. Fried dough covered in sugar and 
cinnamon. In Spain, it is common to dip it in 
liquid chocolate, and while we largely think 
of them as a dessert here, they are a breakfast 
item over there.

Deep-Fried Mars Bar

Most popular in Scotland. Ach, laddie, it's a 
deep-fried Mars bar. Not much more to say 
there, save that they are a whole pile of calo-
ries.

Tiramisu

Italy, you made me have to pick, out of all 
the dishes you make, the one that is the 

least healthy. This was quite the chore, but 
I settled on tiramisu. For those perhaps not 
in the know, it's a dessert comprised of lady-
�nger pastries soaked in co�ee and covered 
in a creamy meringue made of egg whites, 
sugar, and mascarpone. It is then dusted in 
cocoa powder and usually served cold or at 
room temperature with some co�ee or sweet 
liquor like limoncello or sambuca.

Drugs

There are a lot of drugs out there to help you 
not be fat. There's a kajillion-dollar industry 
built around this alone in the world of Big 
Pharma. That said, let's talk about some that 
will make you fat.

Antipsychotics

Antipsychotics like Zyprexa, Abilify, and Sero-
quel are known to cause massive weight gain 
with constant use and will bloat you way up, 
really fast.

Diabetes meds like thiazolidinediones (commonly called TZDs, 
because fuck trying to pronounce that in one breath) and insulin 
shots like Humalog can cause weight gain, but it is typically not 
severe. You're probably going to need it eventually, anyhow, if 
you're trying to get fat fast.

Behavior

• Eat huge meals 3 hours after waking and right before sleeping.

• Don't eat whole grain anything.

• Avoid fruits and vegetables unless they are fried or soaked in 
butter.

• Punch someone in the face.

Surgical Procedures

Encounter 3

the night, and while we sat there shooting 
the shit, we noticed a commotion on the 
street near where we were parked. A woman 
was trying to pull her car out from her park-
ing spot, which she was unable to do be-
cause a slightly crazed-looking barefoot man 
was standing in front of her car, refusing to 
move, as she yelled at him to get out of her 
way. This went on long enough that I decided 
to step in. Okay, truth be told, it’s entirely pos-
sible that I’m understating a bit when I say I 
“stepped in.” This dude seemed a bit crazed, 
so I decided to act a bit crazed my damn self. 
I drew my trusty Ka-Bar knife, which I’ve nick-
named the “people opener,” and strode in the 
guy’s direction with some fuckin’ purpose in 
my steps while shouting at him to get the 
fuck out of the woman’s way. 

At this point, the woman called out to me to 
back down. She told me the situation wasn’t 
that serious and that she was simply arguing 
with her boyfriend (the shoeless lunatic who 
had been blocking her vehicular egress). Af-
ter she assured me she was safe and would 
be okay, I apologized for coming out side-
ways the way I did and started walking back 
to my car. Unfortunately, my approach to 
the situation had understandably rubbed 
the boyfriend the wrong way and had him 
in a bit of a �ghting mood. I indicated that 
I wasn’t interested in �ghting, and I got back 
into my car, locked the doors, and went back 
to the conversation with Anya, who had 
been put on hold to deal with the situation 
we were witnessing.

It is also a power-
ful and e�ective catalyst for de-escalation, and if you’re working 
security without prioritizing de-escalation, you’re wrong. Hell, if 
you’re a human and you’re not prioritizing de-escalation in life, 
you’re wrong.

We live in a world that isolates us from each other more and more 
every day. Social media has caused our interactions with friends 
to shift entirely to the Internet. Amazon Prime, DoorDash, Zoom, 
Net�ix. Modern convenience has robbed us of our reasons for 
leaving the house. Especially now, fresh o� the heels of a global 
pandemic that brought with it several years in which “social dis-
tancing” was the mandate, I think we’re all feeling that isolation to 
some extent, without really knowing what to do about it. Here’s 
something we can all do about it: make the e�ort to connect.
